Drama I Course Outline

The Drama I course is a comprehensive study designed to cultivate an interest and an appreciation of the theatre. During the course of the year, students will examine:

· The fundamentals of improvisation and stage movement

· Techniques of voice control/training

· The fundamentals of technical theatre (scenery, lighting, costumes, make-up, sound, and props)

· The dynamics of the monologue and dialogue

· The fundamentals of scene writing

In addition, performance is a large portion of drama course and all students will be expected to perform in some capacity during the school year. Each class will be responsible for one ten minute school-wide production. However, some students may be better suited for or more interested in working behind the scenes of a production. Because of this, each student will be expected to sign up for one group in order to participate in their required class production. Those groups are:

· The Cast (line/business memorization)
· Publicity Crew (Design, create, and post bulletin boards, flyers, tickets, and programs for production.)
· Set Design/Stage Crew (Design, locate, and assemble set and hand props.)
· Production Crew (Give line and business cues, stage management costume and make-up.)
· Writing Crew (Create from scratch, a ten minute scene on a pre-determined subject.)
** All members of the cast and some members of the production crew will be required to meet one day after school each week during the quarter of performance. **

** No handwritten assignments will be accepted unless otherwise noted by the instructor **
